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Journey Risk Management

Plan Guidance
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PURPOSE

All road journeys undertaken by any BP employee in the conduct of BP business in areas identified as high-risk must be managed to ensure that action is taken to mitigate the risks

SCOPE

Applies to all heavy vehicle and regular light vehicle road journeys in the conduct of BP business on public roads in high-risk geographies.

A list of countries identified as high-risk geographies, based on the World Health Organization (WHO) road fatality data, WHO mortality data and per capita gross national incomes, can be found in the Driving Standard.  This list is subject to regular review and update as the risk profile changes.

REQUIREMENTS

· Road journeys should only be undertaken where deemed necessary for the achievement of business objectives and after any safer journey options have been excluded (e.g. air, rail, teleconference).

· Business Segments, Functions and Regions should follow the requirements described in the Road Safety Risk Assessment Toolkit in developing the Journey Risk Management Plans (JRMP’s), which will include documenting the identified risk factors and corresponding mitigating measures on particular routes.

· Business Segments, Functions and Regions should agree and consistently apply Journey Risk Management Plans across similar environments in the same geography.

· A process should be in place to recognize temporary hazards and inform drivers on a timely basis, or to review the appropriateness of the route.

· On controlled sites, driving safety rules and regulations should be in place and enforced.

SAFER JOURNEY OPTIONS

Incident analysis shows that travel by road has much higher risk than other modes of transport.  Management should look for ways to avoid road journeys in achieving business objectives.

Where light vehicle journeys may be required this would include:

· Questioning whether any journey is required at all by examining work practices, e.g. determining whether phone or video conferencing can be used in place of a face-to-face meeting.

· Examining other modes of travel such as air or rail

For heavy vehicle journeys consider other modes such as rail, pipeline, barge or ship where they are economically feasible.  

Where road journeys are unavoidable trips should be combined where possible and preference given to accredited transport contractors.

OVERRIDING PRINCIPLES AND ACCOUNTABILITIES

While it is expected all processes that link to the Group Functional Standard -Personal Safety – Driving, will be complied with, this process particularly requires that:

· All vehicles will be fit for purpose and have been inspected using an appropriate checklist before the journey begins

· Drivers will have been properly trained and advised of the contents of the JRMP for the journey they are about to undertake, and completed JRMP's will be readily accessible to drivers at the point of departure.  
· Drivers will be rested and alert (not suffering from tiredness or fatigue) prior to the journey commencing.

While each Business Segment, Function and Region is responsible for ensuring JRMP’s are available for its area of accountability and communicated to staff, they should agree and consistently apply plans where they operate in the same areas within a high-risk country.

GETTING STARTED

The following is a recommended way forward in developing and managing a Journey Risk Management Plan for a country.

Step 1: Identify an owner (JRMP Coordinator) who will take accountability on behalf of the businesses and functions in the country to lead the development, and ongoing review and updating of the JRMP as required. The JRMP coordinator needs to identify and work with all businesses and functions in the country to ensure alignment with the JRMP and consistency in its implementation and application.
Step 2: Consider using a workshop as a catalyst to bring businesses together to share understanding and to agree a way forward.  This may include a Road/Driving Risk Assessment.  The attached toolkit provides a recommended workshop approach and methodology for conducting a road safety risk assessment.  The rationale for this approach is that journey risk management planning starts with having an overall appreciation of the road/driving tasks that are undertaken by the organization in the conduct of BP.  In this context there may be a need to consider road travel which is not strictly BP work related, for instance, expatriate employee travel outside of business hours. 
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Step 3: Develop and put in place a country/local policy for Road Transport & Journey Risk Management.  An example of a country policy is attached for reference (please note this example dates back to 2000 and is, therefore, not consistent with the Driving Safety Standard. It does, however, provide a useful guide of things to consider.  This example will be updated to conform to the Standard as soon as possible).
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night driving

Night driving will only be undertaken in high-risk countries where management have assessed and mitigated local night driving risks.  Night driving risk assessments should include consideration of historic Company and Government accident data, and be agreed and consistently applied by all parts of the Group operating within the country.  An example of the BP Pakistan Night Driving Policy is included as an example.
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Drivers should be included in the teams who develop JRMP's.

Policies will be in place which govern self driving by expatriates and relevant information should also be available to employees who will be visiting high-risk countries prior to their arrival. e.g. recommended car service, whether self-driving is permitted.

Developing Journey Risk Management Plans

[image: image4.wmf]Journeys can be risk ranked using the Road Safety Risk Assessment Toolkit, which categorizes risk as high, medium or low.  While JRMP’s should be developed which cover all journeys, priority should first be given to those that present the highest risks. 

Factors to consider when preparing Journey Risk Management Plans

	Road Condition
	· Is the road surface hard surfaced (e.g. bitumen, concrete) or gravel?

· How many lanes are there?

· How well is it maintained?

	Road Shoulder
	· Is it ample width?

· Is it hard or soft?

· Are safety guards/railings installed where appropriate?

	Journey Timing and Duration
	· Is the route unsafe at particular hours of the day (e.g. night time or during peak hours)?

· Is there appropriate access to off the road rest stops or overnight lodging?

· Is it a holiday? (particularly in countries where fasting is practiced)

· Has sufficient time been allowed to complete the journey within the required hours, at safe speeds and with appropriate rest breaks?

	Terrain
	· Is it flat, hilly or mountainous?

	Climate
	· What are the effects of rain, snow/ice or fog on the route?

· Is the route prone to flooding?

	Visibility
	· Is it good or bad? 

· Is it reduced by the sun rising or setting?

· Are hazard warning signs used appropriately?

· Can intersecting roads and rail crossings be identified within adequate reaction time?

· Is there adequate street lighting?

	Security
	· Is there a threat of hijacking or terrorism?

· Does any portion of the route fall in sensitive security zones, where additional measures need to be taken?

	Traffic Density
	· Is it light, medium or heavy?

· Is it mostly light vehicles or trucks?

	Animal Control
	· Is wildlife or livestock likely to wander onto the road?

	Population Density
	· Is there adequate separation from people?

· Does the route go past a school or other places where people congregate?

· Is pedestrian traffic controlled?

	Accident frequency
	· Does the route have a high accident frequency rate?

	Environment
	· Does the route run close to sensitive areas or waterways?

	Communications
	· Is there a requirement for periodic communication from the vehicle during stopovers on long routes?

· Are there areas from where the communication is not possible?

	Emergency Support
	· Are there Emergency Support Facilities available along the entire route length and are they well known to drivers/support staff?


Journey Risk Management Plans for High Risk routes

A detailed JRMP must be completed for journeys that fall into the high risk category.  Each of the above factors, plus any others that are identified in the operating environment must be considered for each sector of the route, and mitigations developed for any risks identified.  Some formats that could be used for a completed JRMP are shown in the document Examples of Journey Risk Management Plans. 

There is no need to complete a JRMP for each repetition of the same journey, however drivers and dispatchers are required to consider variable factors such as time of day, climate and visibility before each journey commences.  Alternative routes will have been identified and JRMP’s developed should it not be possible to take the primary route.  

Where multiple deliveries are made from the one trip all efforts should be made to plan set runs that follow the same route.

JRMP’s for Medium and Low Risk Routes and short non routine journeys
Generic JRMP’s may be completed for these types of journeys.  While all of the risk factors shown in the table and any others identified in the operating environment will be considered, these JRMP’s will focus on the risks associated with travel in the area and be incorporated in local driver training programs.  A format that could be used for a generic JRMP, which was developed in Papua New Guinea, and a Short Journey Risk Awareness document and an engagement tool used by Castrol, are shown in the document Examples of Journey Risk Management Plans. 
Review Period

Each Business Segment, Function and Region should review and revise their JRMP’s as necessary as dictated by changes to risk factors, or at maximum intervals of three years.
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ROAD TRANSPORT POLICY





BP CHINA ROAD TRANSPORT POLICY


Purpose


Road transport is recognised as one of the activities within the BP Group with a relatively high risk of an accident occurring.  Accidents often result in injuries to vehicle occupants and occasionally in a fatality.


One of the most important BP goals is ‘No harm to people’ so it is essential that the China has a comprehensive and practical transport policy which provides the highest level of individual safety for vehicle users within the constraints of the vehicle standards in China.  This policy attempts to ensure that transport safety risks are minimised and to provide guidance in situations where the policy can’t be fully complied with.


Principles


This policy will apply to all BP employees, contractors, families or visitors operating or riding in work-related vehicles.  Work related vehicles include all light and heavy vehicles owned, leased or hired by the company.  This definition includes, but is not limited to, company cars and trucks, personal cars used for company business, perk cars, hired (rented) cars and taxis.


All drivers must undertake a defensive driving course before driving a company owned or leased vehicle.

Wearing safety belts while travelling in any company vehicle or in vehicles leased or hired is mandatory for all occupants and is a condition of employment for staff and contractors. * 


*(See section on deviation from policy)


Everyone should wear safety belts when travelling by car during leisure time whenever possible.  


All vehicles must have comprehensive insurance to cover 3rd party as well as BP employees and families.


Drivers are required to switch off the vehicle engine and air conditioning when the vehicle is parked to minimise emissions to the atmosphere.  If it is essential for a driver to wait in a parked car then the air conditioning may be used if the outside air temperature is more than 25oC.



Driver Standards


· All drivers must have undertaken a Government approved driving test and possess a legitimate vehicle driving licence.


· All drivers must have an annual medical assessment in accordance with the BP Driver Medical Standard or the Chinese Driver Medical Standard, with the more stringent standard being applied.


· All drivers must undergo defensive driving training by an approved BP instructor before driving a company owned or leased vehicle.  They must pass the assessment to be allowed to drive a BP owned or leased vehicle.


· All employees who are required to drive on company business must complete an advanced driver training course in addition to the defensive driving course prior to driving on company business.


· All professional drivers hired by the company must have a minimum of 3 years driving experience in a professional driving capacity and have a pre-employment driving assessment.


For HGV Road Tanker Drivers


· Drivers must know the operational and emergency procedures for fuel loading at terminals & discharge at service stations.

· Transport contractors must have a pool of qualified drivers for rotation so that each driver can get sufficient rest & take annual leave.

Vehicle Standards

Light Vehicles


Definition: Any vehicle that has an unladen weight of less than 3.5 tonnes.

Vehicles must be suitable for the intended purpose.  


Off-road type vehicles are not recommended for normal road and highway use, as their handling characteristics require special training for drivers.  They should only be used where there is a requirement for off-road use or where the road surface conditions require a vehicle of this type.


The following minimum standards will be applied when purchasing or leasing vehicles:  

· Anti-lock Braking System (ABS)


· Air bags (including passenger side)


· Safety belts for all seats front and back.  Retrofitted belts should be the same type supplied by the vehicle manufacturer or from an approved supplier and be fitted by a competent organisation


· High level brake light


· Head restraints fitted to all seats


· All windows (doors, windscreen, rear of cabin) will be fitted with non-splintering safety glass that provides unimpaired vision i.e. no cracks etc.


· All pedals i.e. clutch and brake shall be fitted with rubber pads to prevent slippage


· Doors and locks shall be fully operable  


· All vehicles to carry a first aid kit and torch


· All vehicles must be fitted with a dry powder fire extinguisher.

· All vehicles will meet the emission standards of China


· All vehicles will meet the licensing requirements of China

· Tyres must be suitable for the duty that the vehicle is normally used to perform.  Tyre construction is to be:


Small Passenger Cars - tread 4 ply (2 steel and 2 polyester), sidewall 1ply polyester e.g. Buick Sail


Large Passenger Cars - tread 4 ply (2 steel and 2 polyester), sidewall 2 ply polyester e.g. Buick New Century, Honda Accord, Audi A6, Toyota Camry.  Single ply sidewall can be used up to tyre size 195/60 R 15 where 2-ply sidewall is unavailable or a manufacturer expressly recommends single ply.


Some larger vehicles require 6 ply rating for the tread. 


The same type and manufacturer of tyre should be fitted to all wheels.

Heavy Goods Vehicles

Definition:  A Heavy Vehicle is any vehicle greater than 3.5 tonnes of fixed chassis or articulated trailer.


The standard to be used for all heavy goods vehicles is the BP Global Heavy Vehicle Minimum Standards. 


Each vehicle must have a certificate of annual inspection by Vehicle Administration Bureau.

Age of Vehicles

Vehicle replacement frequency is affected by several factors. There is no one simple answer to when a vehicle should be replaced with a new model. The factors to be considered include maintenance standards, local conditions, accident history, reliability, overall vehicle condition etc.


As a general rule the Car Fleet Management Group in the UK recommend renewing vehicles every 3 years as reliability often starts to decrease and more expensive repairs and maintenance are likely to occur.  This is a local management decision and can be influenced by the ability to renew vehicles.  It may be easier to renew vehicles more often if they are leased rather than owned where capital constraints or depreciation prevent 3 yearly renewals.

Hire Cars and Taxis

All office or terminal locations who require to use taxis or other hire cars shall set up a contract(s) with a vehicle supplier(s) who can provide vehicles that meet the safety standards but as a minimum must include: 


· properly maintained vehicles according to the manufacturers specification


· safety belts for all seats.


· tyres with a minimum tread depth of 1.5 mm over the whole tread pattern


These contractors will be the only suppliers of hire vehicles to be used for business purposes.  Staff and families should be encouraged to use these companies for private use

Minibuses and Buses

There are modern minibuses of various capacities, some with 24 seats, and large buses available in most locations in China that are equipped with safety equipment including seat belts fitted to all seats.  When purchasing, hiring or leasing these types of vehicles they should meet the standards for light vehicles where possible with the exception of air bags.  ABS should be fitted wherever possible.


Selection of lease or hire contractors for minibuses and buses should be assessed for their standards of safety, maintenance and management.   We must ensure drivers are properly trained and are medically fit.  Drivers of long term lease vehicles should be trained in defensive driving by a BP approved instructor. 

Safety Belt Use


Purpose

To establish a policy to assure maximum operator and passenger safety, thus minimising the possibility of death or injury as a result of motor vehicle accidents. Research clearly indicates that the use of safety belts has a significant effect in reducing the number of deaths and the severity of injuries resulting from traffic accidents.


Policy

To assure the safety of all employees, safety belts shall be worn by the drivers and passengers in all vehicles owned, leased or rented by the company at all times.  This also applies to the operation of privately owned or other vehicles if used in work related activities.


Recommendation

It is strongly recommended that safety belts be utilised by all employees and their families at all times in non work related vehicles to further reduce the risk of death or injury.


Procedure

· Employees shall use the safety belts, properly adjusted and securely fastened when operating or riding in any vehicle so equipped.  Belts must be adjusted so that they fit firmly around the body.


· Lap belts shall be properly secured in those vehicles equipped with automatic safety belt systems that require the lap portion of the belt to be manually secured.


· The driver of the vehicle is responsible for ensuring compliance by all occupants of the vehicle they are operating.  Employees and expat families are responsible for ensuring that their visitors travelling in the vehicle use the seat belts.


· No person shall operate a work related vehicle in which any safety belt in the drivers seating position is inoperable.  No person shall be transported in a seating position in which the safety belt is inoperable.


· No person shall modify, remove, deactivate or otherwise tamper with the vehicle safety belts except for vehicle maintenance and repair.


· Employees who discover an inoperable safety belt shall report the defect to the appropriate supervisor.  Prompt action will be taken to replace or repair the system.


· If a vehicle does not have seat belts in the rear seat then the front passenger seat should be used where there is a seat belt fitted.  

Deviation From The Policy

It is recognised that in some areas of China where we do business it is very difficult or impossible to hire vehicles with safety belts.  In such circumstances we must try to minimise the risk by using the best available vehicles from a pre-selected company or hotel.  Attempts should be made to make an agreement with one company or hotel to provide our transport requirements in each location to ensure we use vehicles and drivers that are safe.  We should also explain our requirements for vehicle and driver standards and try to get them to fit safety belts to their vehicles.  We must at least ensure that tyres and brakes are in good condition. Instruction of their drivers in defensive driving techniques should also be encouraged.


Where it is necessary to use vehicles without safety belts the following actions should be taken:


· Sit in the back seat behind the driver or front passenger seat.  Do not sit in the middle of the back seat.


· Instruct the driver to drive slowly.  


Driver And/Or Passenger Negligence

If negligence or non-compliance with the requirements of this policy is displayed, appropriate corrective or disciplinary action shall be initiated as prescribed by company policies.

Pre-Check Safety Inspections


Drivers shall conduct a visual and physical pre-check of vehicles prior to driving each day


Key areas include: 


·   Tyre pressure including the spare


·   Tyre condition - all tyres including the spare must have a 


    minimum tread depth of 1.5mm over the whole tread pattern


·   All lights


·   Windscreen wipers


·   Engine oil and water


·   All dashboard display lights


·   Emergency equipment


·   Wheel spanner and jack



Use Of Mobile Phones in Vehicles


Introduction

This policy has been developed in a global context and represents the minimum requirements that should be applied throughout BP. 


It is recognised that mobile phones can introduce or increase risks within our businesses and the purpose of this policy is to adopt some precautionary measures that reduce these risks. 

Driving Safety

There is strong evidence to suggest that the use of mobile phones while driving dramatically increases the risk of a road accident. The increased risk is attributed to drivers taking their eyes off the road, reducing concentration and reaction time caused by the distraction associated with picking up / holding the phone, dialling numbers and being involved in long conversations.  Similar risks are likely to exist even if a “hands-free” set is provided.


Approved “hands-free” kits will be provided and installed by suppliers and agents appointed by BP.  Details of such kits are available from the Group Telecoms Director.


1. Hand held mobile phones must not be used when driving.


2. Mobile phones may only be switched on whilst driving if attached to a “hands-free” kit.  If a “hands-free” kit is not fitted the mobile phone must be switched off or have the calls diverted to a suitable alternative phone.  A “hands-free” kit is permanent voice activated equipment installed in the vehicle.  It is not an earpiece connected to the phone.


3. Drivers must not make outgoing calls whilst their vehicle is in motion (even if a “hands-free” kit is fitted). If outgoing calls need to be made the vehicle should be stopped and correctly parked in a safe area.


4. Incoming calls should only be answered if it is safe to do so and if they can be accepted “hands-free”.  Any conversation must be kept as short as possible. Ideally, the caller should be told they will be called back at a later time e.g. when the vehicle is stationary.


5. The use of mobile phones, including those with “hands-free” kit, in moving vehicles must be kept to an absolute minimum such that the driver’s attention to the road is not compromised.


Ignition Source / Flammable Atmospheres / Interference.

Mobile phones may introduce an ignition source to atmospheres where flammable / combustible vapours could exist. 


Mobile phones must be switched off prior to entering a potentially hazardous area (service station forecourts are considered hazardous areas) If practicable mobile phones should be left at the security / gatehouse office prior to entry to any hazardous area or inside a car at a service station.


Vehicle Maintenance Standards


All Company vehicles will be maintained in a roadworthy condition in accordance with local legal requirements and manufacturers recommended schedules at all times.


Vehicles must only be maintained or repaired by approved contractors.


Maintenance and repair contractors shall be assessed and selected on the following basis:


· availability of competent, qualified staff


· ability to supply genuine, quality spare parts when required


· quality of workshops and equipment


· management standards and work practices


· financial stability

Hours of Driving


Drivers should not drive for more than 8 hours each day.  This does not include rest periods.


Drivers should have at least one day off work each week.

Night driving: 


To be limited where possible, particularly when driving:


· long distances


· in rural environments


· long distances after a full day’s work and or after a function / activity where alcohol may have been consumed even if well within limits 



· at any time when the driver is suffering from any form of fatigue



· hours of driving to be kept to a minimum


Daytime Driving: 


All drivers are to be made aware of the need to stop for breaks to ensure that they do not suffer symptoms of fatigue caused by:


· heat


· difficult driving conditions such as terrain weather, traffic etc.


· medical / medicinal related issues


· dietary factors


Drug and Alcohol Use



Drivers are required to comply with legal requirements as well as local Company requirements at all times and must not drive whilst under the influence of alcohol or prescription medicines if they are likely to impair driving performance.  Drivers are to establish the possible side effects of all medicines prior to driving.












Businesses should prepare a procedure to test drivers involved in an accident for alcohol consumption or drug use.  Guidance on this can be obtained in the document Getting Health Right which is located in the BP Intranet HSE Toolbox at:

Accident Reporting






All accidents must be reported to the respective Manager within 24 Hours using prescribed


reporting procedures. 


Formal Accident Investigations will need to be established for all accidents involving:


· Damage to Public Property


· Injury / Fatality


· Alcohol / Drug use


· Damage in excess of RMB 10,000






Measurement of Safety Performance


Vehicle accident rate, VAR, is to be measured (includes all off-road and on-road incidents).  


Measure Road Accident Rate, RAR, (only on-road portion of VAR) for external benchmarking purposes.  There are 2 categories of road accidents:


· Heavy Goods Vehicles (HGV), which is a vehicle (3.5 tonnes unladen weight.


· Light Vehicles (LV) - any work related incident when travelling in hire car, personal car, or company car < 3,5 tonnes unladen weight.


All costs relevant to Accidents are to be recorded.


Similarly, Road Accident Rates [RAR] are to be calculated using the following formula: 



Total Accidents  x 1 Million Kilometres

          Total Kilometres Driven


Expatriate Staff Driving


Expatriate staff have the option of driving when the following conditions are achieved:



1. Expatriate staff who drive must be permanently posted to China.


2. Anyone who drives must be a competent Chinese speaker.


3. A Chinese driving licence must be obtained.


4. A defensive driving course by a BP approved instructor must be undertaken prior to starting to drive.


5. If the car is leased, approval must be obtained from the lease company for expatriates to drive the car. 


6. The car must be insured for the expatriate driver.


7. Expatriates will only drive their allocated car.

A planned and systematic process of identifying, assessing, monitoring, and controlling risk which adds value to the business.

This slide lists the recommended steps to complete a Road Safety Risk Assessment.

It is suggested that risk assessments be conducted by a team representing different parts of the Business.

The first step should be a review of recent vehicle incidents as well as the recently adopted Road Safety Standards.

Once important definitions have been discussed and agreed, the team can brainstorm the BU or Function's road safety hazards and place them on the Risk Matrix.  The team approach allows a consensus to be reached as to the risk ranking.

From the risk ranking, priorities can be agreed.

An additional, important step is the identification of the controls already in place to mitigate the risks identified.

The team can also be asked to rate the effectiveness of these existing controls using the Red, Amber, Green rating scheme.

From the above, actions plans can then be discussed and agreed.
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Identify Road and Driving Activities



As a group:

		Develop a list of Driving Related Activities for BP in the country





The first activity for the entire group is to brainstorm the different road / vehicle related activities the BU or Function is involved in.

These are flip charted.

Once all activities have been identified the facilitator helps the participants group the activities into common groupings.

For example, heavy vehicle delivery operations, sales rep light vehicle operations, maintenance fleets, etc.

This exercise only identifies the road / vehicle related activities – not the associated risks.
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Identify the Risks

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Considerations for running workshops

		Include wide range of participants (including partner organizations).

		Consider group size.  The recommended minimum is 12 and a maximum of 20-24.

		Include a member of the BU or Function's management team if possible (walking the talk).

		Work in both large group and small groups.

		Use exercises as much as possible (small group work is done in the local language making the session much easier for participants whose first language is not English).

		Ensure the room is set up in such a way that encourages the breakout exercises.  4 or 5 table islands have worked well.

		Consider a two person team of presenter and facilitator.

Optional Exercise

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BP PAKISTAN NIGHT DRIVING POLICY


POLICY STATEMENT: Night driving or driving during the hours of darkness is NOT ALLOWED in BP operations.


POLICY SCOPE: The policy is applicable to BP Pakistan field operations and covers all BPP employees, contract staff (including SGS inspectors), suppliers, consultants, contractors, sub-contractors, visitors, etc.


POLICY DETAILS:


A. CRUDE OIL BOWSERS


Movement of crude oil bowzers, whether originating from concessions or arriving in concessions, is allowed till 1:00 AM. This is on the condition that there are two professional drivers on-board '(present in the bowzer's cab) so that while one is driving, the other driver can take the required rest. It is important that both the drivers take sufficient rest and drive in turns. Resting outside the bowzer's cab while it is moving is STRICTLY BANNED. Driving of oil bowzers from 1:00 AM to sunrise is NOT ALLOWED. Crude 011 loading of bowzers is not allowed after 10:00 PM till sunrise.


This is to allow sufficient time to the filled bowzers to leave our concessions before 1 :00 AM.


B. EMERGENCIES


Night driving is allowed to cater for serious medical, operational safety and or security emergencies. Following conditions apply:


· Approval is obtained from Field Support Team Leader or his pre-assigned designate for all non-drilling / workover related emergencies.


· Approval is obtained from Sub-Surface Operations Team Leader or his pre-assigned designate in consultation with Field Support Team Leader or his pre-assigned designate for all drilling workover related emergencies.


C. BPP DRILLING / WORKOVER RIGS OPERATIONS


· During the time when the rig (drilling as well as workover) is in operation, night driving for rig crew changeovers (daily shift 'tours') is authorized for cases when the camp is away from the rigsite.


· The planned (non-emergency related) night driving a documented risk assessment and a joint waiver from the Sub-Surface Operations Team


Leader or his pre-assigned designate and Field Support Team Leader or his pre-assigned designate.


D. BPP OPERATORS. CONTRACTORS' CREW SHUTTLES & HEAVY VEHICLES (TRUCKS & TRAILERS)


Driving till 10:00 PM is authorized for:


· BPP shuttle for operating crew shift change.


· Catering contractor's shuttle to transport crew from worksites to their respective campsites.


· Heavy vehicles (trucks and trailers) transporting material. However I loading / unloading of material on these trucks and trailers shall not be carried out between sunset and sunrise.


E. BPP WELLSITE OPERATIONS


· If a well is down and requires night driving to attend, it should be attended the next morning unless there is a safety implication if the well is not attended immediately. Production Team Leader will assess the risk and authorize night driving in such cases after consulting Field Support Team Leader. Field Support Team Leader will maintain a log of all such authorizations.


· Visits of the operator to the jet pump locations for recording parameters and checking jet pump operation should be carried out before sunset.


F. MISCELLANEOUS INSTRUCTIONS


· The Field Support Team Leader will authorize Construction and Maintenance Teams, for night driving to attend an emergency job having safety implications. In such circumstances, the teams should preferably stay at the location for the night or return to the nearest camp instead of coming back to the base camp. All such approvals shall be for specific persons (names identified) and for a specific job.


· No material, except crude oil, shall be loaded I unloaded after sunset. Crude oil loading is permitted till 10:00 PM only to allow sufficient safe time to the bowser driver to reach the contractor way station before 1:00 AM.


· No water bowler movement, garbage I waste collection, catering and other supply vehicles, aggregate supply trucks, transportation of equipment etc. are permissible from sunset to sunrise.


· Professional drivers who have had sufficient rest and are alert will be used in all instances involving night or after dark driving.


· Following precautionary measures / controls are mandatory for driving during the hours of twilight and complete darkness (as and where night driving / driving during the darkness is allowed or authorized by appropriate authority):


DRIVING DURING THE HOURS OF TWILIGHT &. COMPLETE DARKNESS:


         Maximum speed limits to be reduced as follows:


· 80 km/hr reduced to 60 km/hr


· 60 km/hr reduced to 40 km/hr


· 40 km/hr reduced to 20 km/hr


· 20 km/hr reduced to 10 km/hr


OTHER MANDATORY PRECAUTIONS / CONTROLS FOR DRIVING


DURING DUSK TO 10: 00 PM


· Documented Risk Assessment to be carried out.


· Professional driver should be used.


· Reminding the driver of elevated risks of driving during nighttime.


· Confirmation of physical fitness and alertness of the driver and ensuring that he has taken sufficient rest and is fit to undertake night ("after dark") driving. 


· Re-confirmation of condition of the vehicle after re-inspection.


NOTE:  NIGHT DRIVING STARTS APPROXIMATELY 1/2 HOUR BEFORE THE SUNSET AND LASTS UNTlL APPROXIMATELY HOUR AFTER DAWN
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
